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Literature on usage of Cone

Pyrometric cones are also known as “Seger Cones” they are used to determine the combined effect of temperature and time usually called “Heat work” in the firing of Ceramics wares. Compared to the Pyrometers the Pyrometric cones, The Pyrometers do not provide adequate information or evidence of the combined effect of time and temperature on the ware in the furnace as cone readings do. The temperature data obtained from Pyrometers is used either to note the advances in kiln temperature at the “The Thermocouple Location Only” or to note weather a definite temperature is being maintained at a given point.

How to use the cones

-The cones are 67 min in size and are not self standing.
-Set the cones on a plaque which is more refractory than the cone i.e. of higher maturing temperature.

-Always set the cone perpendicular in the clay on plaque and bend slightly to 85 degree angle for optimum readings with 3mm to 4mm depth in the plaque.

-Never keep the cone near the flame or the chimney outlet in the furnace as it might mislead temperature indications.

-The cones should never be set in high shrinkage clays or plaque’s as it may crack the cone while firing.

-The cone should always be kept in between or among the wares being fired in the furnace to achieve precise readings.
